0 Main seat cover with controller already connected
@ Adjustable back section

€ L shaped plastic part

@ Slotted plastic part

@ 1 loose Velcro belt

@ 1 attached Velcro belt

. Slot loose Velcro belte through L shaped parte and

position with equal lengths either side, with tails’ hooks
at each end on lower side (on top of cushion — see next
instruction).

. Lift seat cushion and place L shaped part ebehind cushion

with belt straps wrapped over rear of seat cushion with tail
